The school bus driver shortage 
across the state has meant some 
city routes have been combined 
or cancelled.

Daily wages of  from $60 to 
$66 can even be combined with 
those from other positions within 
the school system like cafeteria 
workers and educational assis-
tants to carve together a fulltime 
position, he noted. Benefits for 
drivers include retirement.

Byington stated, “Drivers 
must be self-motivated and 
safe-minded. And they are a 
huge part of  the academic suc-
cess of  our children.”
