A veteran municipal administra-
tor will be the new City Secretary/
Administrator for Quitman. An-
drew Kloefkorn is headed to take
over the job most recently held by
Alice Ingram.

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Mineola looks to

hold line on taxes
Water/sewer rates expected to rise

Mineola property owners will see their city ad va-
lorem tax rate remain the same if a proposed city
budget is formally adopted by the City Council in
September.

A draft budget for fiscal 2018-19 places general
fund expenditures at $5.15 million, up slightly from
the $5.13 million approved last year. City staffing
would grow by one employee with the addition of
a marketing director, bringing the total number of
city positions to 54.5, according to the draft budget.
Seventy percent of the marketing director position
will be funded by city hotel-motel bed taxes, and 30
percent will be paid for by the Mineola Economic
Development Corp. (MEDC), according to city Ad-
ministrator Mercy Rushing. Built into the budgetis a
3 percent cost-of-living raise for all employees.

The city’s tax rate is expected to remain at 56.51
cents per $100 valuation, the second year in which
the rate remained flat.

The city’s water and sewer customers, however,

The Perryman Report

Good business news . . . with a warning

Every year, CNBC ranks states on
their business competitiveness. For the
first time since 2012, Texas topped the
list for 2018, making the Lone Star State
the first four-time winner.

The ranking includes more than 60
measures of competitiveness and uses
data from a variety of sources. In ad-
dition to the overall ranking, 10 broad
categories are tracked: workforce,
infrastructure, cost of doing business,
economy, quality of life, technology and innovation, ed-
ucation, business friendliness, access to capital, and cost
of living.

Texas’ rankings on these categories ranged from a
couple of 1’s to a 31 and a 37. Including the overall rank,
Texas was top in infrastructure (which involves all forms
of transportation, commute times, drinking water, and
wastewater) and economy (growth, job creation, credit
ratings, number of corporate headquarters, and other
measures).

The measure with the greatest weight in the overall
index is workforce, where Texas ranked 7th. CNBC con-
siders education level, numbers of available employees,
net migration of college-educated workers, productivity,
and training.

Where we don’t do so well is quality of life (31st) and
education (37th). Quality of life is driven by crime rates,
quality of health care, level of health insurance cover-
age, and anti-discrimination protections, in addition to
considerations such as local attractions, parks and recre-
ation, and environmental quality.

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Dump truck to blame
for Wood County
electrical outages

Roughly 4,700 Wood County Electric Cooperative
customers were without service July 25 after a dump
truck met a transmission line in the Grand Saline
area.

Paige Eaton, WCEC director of communications,
said in a statement the large truck hit the line while
doing construction work at about 4:30 p.m.

The line goes to three WCEC substations. Eaton
said the Alba, Golden and Grand Saline areas were
affected with roughly 4,692 WCEC’s meters out.

“WCEC crews were able to use a system loop, built
for such cases, to restore power to 3,305 meters by
5:17 p.m.,” she said. “Power was restored to the re-
maining 1,387 meters in the Grand Saline region, at
5:46 p.m., when AEP SWEPCO repaired their trans-
mission line.”

The incident with the dump truck showed the im-
portance of being aware of power lines in the area.

“This event is a good reminder for all, that failure
to notice high voltage power lines can cause dam-
age, outages, and while not the case here, can also
be deadly,” Eaton said. “Always be aware of the lo-
cation of power lines, especially when operating any
elevating machinery, poles or ladders.”

Hawkins woman awaits
sentencing in $1.8M
embezzlement case

TYLER - Lina Su, also known as Lina Perkins, of
Hawkins awaits sentencing in U.S. District Court in
Tyler after pleading guilty June 7 in connection with
the embezzlement of $1.8 million.

Sentencing in federal cases generally takes three
to six months after a finding of guilt, according to a
spokesperson for the U.S. Attorney for the Eastern
District of Texas. A sentencing hearing will be sched-
uled after the completion of a presentence investiga-
tion by the U.S. Probation Office. Under federal stat-
utes, Su faces a maximum of life in federal prison;
however, a plea bargain was struck before her guilty
plea. The plea agreement remains under seal.

Su, 49, pleaded guilty June 7 to two counts of wire
fraud and one count of money laundering before
U.S. Magistrate Judge K. Nicole Mitchell, according
to the U.S. Attorney’s Office in Tyler.

The government alleged that in March of 2017, Su
made several unauthorized wire transfers from VIG
Furniture bank accounts into an account she con-
trolled at City National Bank in Sulphur Springs. In
2015 and 2016, she also made unauthorized transfers
from Airport Van Rental and ACE Medical Transport
bank accounts into her personal checking account.
In addition, Su used funds from those companies’
accounts to make personal credit card payments,
purchase land, and pay contractors constructing her
home in Wood County. Altogether, Su embezzled
and transferred over $1.8 million from the California
companies she was working for during the time peri-
od, according to federal prosecutors. Su was indicted
by a federal grand jury on Dec. 13, 2017, and arrested
in January.

The case was investigated by the Internal Revenue
Service, Criminal Investigation, Tyler Office, the Ver-
non California Police Department, and prosecuted
by Assistant U.S. Attorneys Jim Noble and Robert
Wells with the assistance of the Financial Litigation
Unit.

Commissioners sponsor law enforcement grant applications

Wood County Commissioners
approved sponsorships of three
grant applications for a possible
K-9 unit and responder commu-
nication devices during the July
27 meeting.

The court approved Wood
County Precinct Two Constable
Kelly Smith’s request to submit
an application with the K-9 Offi-
cers Grant Program. He told the
commissioners the grant would
fund necessary training for the
unit and make him the handler.

Smith also said he would take
the K-9 to area school districts to
teach students about the use of
dogs in law enforcement.

“I also run and maintain an Ex-
plorer program where we would
be able to utilize the canine unit
at the two local school districts
and so the youth in our commu-
nity can see, first hand, the bene-
fits of a canine,” Smith said in the
application questionnaire.

In the application question-
naire, Smith said the county does
not have K-9 unit and constable’s
office has not had one at all.

“The other agencies that have
tried to have one seem to be short-
lived due to turn over.  have been
a officer for about 21 years with a
background with DEA Taskforce,
attended the FBI Academy and a
former police chief,” Smith said.
“I decided to become constable in
order to keep local enforcement
efforts strong with relationships
with the schools and the com-
munity. I understand the impor-
tance and the dedication required
to employ and maintain a canine
unit due to my past experience as
a police chief where we had two
successful units.”

He also mentioned to the court
that he and his wife own a vet-
erinary clinic that supports K-9
units in the area.

Excessive noise discussed

Mineola City Council Members actively dis-
cussed the need and composition of an excessive
noise ordinance within the city Monday evening.

The discussion became one of weighing the wis-
dom of enacting a noise ordinance when a nui-
sance ordinance was already on the books.

“Do you think the Nuisance Ordinance is doing
just fine?” council member Jayne Lankford asked

Police Chief Chuck Bittner.

According to Bittner, "'Right now it is, but I rec-

ommend it for the future.”

Further discussions regarding the practical ap-
plication of a noise ordinance followed. Council
Member Sue Jones summarized the discussion
by stating, “a noise ordinance takes the common

sense out of the issue.”

Mayor Kevin White highlighted that while a
nuisance ordinance is a reactive enforcement tool
that deals with a current situation, a noise ordi-
nance can be used as a development planning tool.

The subject was ultimately referred to work-

shop.

Smith presented two other
grant application requests: one
with the Enbridge Safe Commu-
nity Grant Program and the other
with the Plains First Responder
Grant Program.

The Enbridge Safe Community
Grant is to purchase a handheld
radio to help with first respond-
er activities, such as fire, law
enforcement and police depart-
ments. Smith said the current ra-
dio is more than 11 years old and
not reliable.

The Plains First Responder
Grant is to purchase a mobile
radio for the constable first re-
sponder vehicle, handheld radio
to be carried on person and a ve-
hicle repeater so radios can reach
towers and transmit correctly,
Smith said in the request form.

He added that the current mo-
bile radio is plagued by dead
spots when it out of reach of the
towers.

Other Agenda Items

Commission approved five
personnel actions. Tamara Fran-
cona-Rhodes quit her position in
the county elections office. Sheriff
Tom Castloo asked to take Dep-
uty Branden Gamm and Patrol
Sergeant Matthew Peacock off
the payroll. Castloo added Trent
Welborn to the payroll as a dep-
uty and Jennifer Adamson as a

dispatcher.
Laura Wise, Wood County
elections administrator, asked

for her part-time worker Rachel
Goldthorn to become full-time.
The commission approved the
transition. Wise added that a
worker going part-time to full-
time is a normal practice for the
county elections department.

Commissioners approved a
payroll of $331,666.92 and bud-
get amendments for the 2018 fis-
cal year.

They also approved road per-
mit #2165 for a logging load on
CR 3966 off FM 49. The court also
approved the minimum bid of-
fers by Perdue, Brandon, Fielder,
Collins & Mott, LLP, from Hill-
sboro Inlet LLC for the tax sale
struck-off property, Cause #7972
and Cause # T-3854 for Lots 10, 7
and 8.

The court approved a memo
of understanding between Texas
A&M University AgriLife Exten-
sion Service and Wood County
regarding Information Technolo-
gy. The MOU defines the respon-
sibilities of each party for the IT
services in the county’s extension
office. The agreement goes from
Sept. 1, 2018 to Aug. 31, 2020.

The court approved a benefit
change between Envision Phar-
maceutical Services and Wood
County. Forty drugs are exclud-
ed from the program with this
change, Wood County Judge Bry-
an Jeanes said.

Mary Kay Thomas with the
Fouke Water Supply Corpora-
tion requested the sponsorship of
an application for funding from
the 2019-2020 Texas Community
Development Fund through the
Texas Department of Agriculture.

Thomas said the court agreed to
sponsor Fouke WSC the next time
funding was available. Funding
is available for 2019-2020 applica-
tion and the company has a proj-
ect ready for the potential funds.

The money for the application
would be $275,000 and addition-
al funds supplied by Fouke WSC.
This project will be either for wa-
ter line improvements or water
storage tank and has a two-year
timeline for completion starting
the date of the contract. The court
approved the sponsorship for the
company.

After significant dis-
cussion and community
input, council member
Mitchell Tuck’s motion
for approval (seconded
by Jayne Lankford) was
passed unanimously July
23.

Fire Marshal David
Madsen briefed the rec-
ommendation from the
Planning and Zoning
Committee, and four lo-
cal residents addressed
the board.

Developer Vic Savelli
generally described the
value of the properties
to potential commercial
developers as well as the
tax benefits to the city.
Lou Steele, Chairman of
the Mineola Memorial

Library Board, voiced
support of the rezoning
as it would assist the li-
brary board’s efforts to
sell land that had once
been purchased as a new
library site.

Spring Lake resident
Gary Middleton spoke
against the rezoning due
to potential drainage
problems. He requested
the council, ""Please think
and be conscientious
about your decision...
as if you lived in one of
these spots.”” In addition
to drainage, lighting and
noise issues, Spring Lake
resident Yvie Witt spoke
against the rezoning be-
cause of debris runoff.

Officially the district is
bounded by properties
located between North
Pacific Street and New-
som Street, from Molly
Street north to Shady
Lane. West of North Pa-
cific Street the district
encompasses properties

along North Pacific from
the intersection of North
Pacific and North John-
son Streets north to the
city boundary, then west
along the city boundary
until due north of Spring
Lake.

The recommendation
from the Planning and
Zoning Commitee re-
moved two specific busi-
ness types off of the list
of allowable businesse:
ambulance services, and
full service laundries.
Additionally, the com-
mittee’s recommenda-
tion required an envi-
ronmental impact study
be conducted before a
restaurant can be opened
in the new district.

The council-approved
measure included the
restriction against am-
bulance services and full
service laundries but re-
moved the requirement
for a restaurant’s envi-
ronmental impact study.

Texas” high number
of uninsured people
is one reason for the
state’s low rank, as is
the reluctance to protect
certain groups from
discrimination.

A more disturbing
poor showing is educa-
tion. The relationship
between business and
education is multifacet-
ed. Not only do compa-
nies need well-prepared
workers and good
sources of new talent,
they also prefer to
locate in areas offering
quality schools for em-
ployees’ children.

The education rank-
ing is based on the
number of higher

education institutions,
long-term trends in
education support, test
scores, class size and
spending, and technolo-
gy available in schools.

As I have often men-
tioned, Texas compares
very poorly in the area
of spending for public
education, which is
clearly reflected in this
standing. Over time,
insufficient education
will drag down overall
performance. Last year,
Texas ranked 1st on the
workforce measure; this
year’s result is a notable
step backward.

Some states which
score well on several
measures rank poorly
due to high costs of liv-
ing and doing business
(including California
and Massachusetts).

Others don’t have

adequate workforce or
infrastructure. Texas
scores well by most
measures, and if we
work on our relative
weaknesses, the state
should continue to be
among the top states for
business.

However, if Texas
continues to lag in edu-
cation and fails to build
a workforce for the fu-
ture, our days as “Top
State for Business” will
ultimately become a
distant memory.

After
two consecutive years of
nine percent increases,
customers this year will
see an eight percent jump
if the budget is approved.
According to Rushing,
the city’s sewer and water

out healthcare insurance,
automation, seeking bet-
ter returns on investment
and other measures, the
city escaped from its hole.
It now eyes ending this
fiscal year with a $1.12 mil-
lion balance in its general
fund, $536,942 in its water
utility fund, $256,005 in the
MEDC fund, and $75,183
in its Natural Resources
fund, the draft budget in-
dicates. In addition, the
city has built a general
fund investment account
of $424,532 and added an
investment account for the
water fund, which stands
at $154,420.

City projects expected to
be undertaken next year
include improvements at
Iron Horse Square, which
will be under the auspic-
es of the city’s Landmark
Commission, and the con-
struction of two lighted
basketball courts near the
city’s water tower. City
Finance Director Cindy
Karch said the $55,000 bas-
ketball court project will
proceed as long as the city
has enough in excess funds
from fiscal 2017-18.

Rushing said the city also
is looking to replace sev-
eral water lines, improve
a number of streets and
lease two new police cars.

Reunion
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Attendance at that first
meeting drew a much
larger crowd than Ray
had anticipated. Many
people traveled to Quit-
man prepared to camp
and spend a couple of
days. However, an inad-
equate water supply and
the grueling summer heat
forced the meeting to dis-
continue after one day. It
culminated with a dinner
in which many of the visi-
tors participated by bring-
ing boxes and baskets of
food.

A formal meeting was
called and a capacity
crowd met in the district
courtroom.

W.R. Blalock was elect-
ed chairman of the event
and W.A. Moody named
secretary. Ray and many
others spoke to the gath-
ering including one Ja-
haza H. Morrow, one of
the pioneer citizens and
unusual characters of the
county.

The audience was can-
vassed and all those who
were interested became
members of the Wood
County Old Settlers Asso-
ciation. It was then voted
to make the oldest living
citizen in the county pres-
ident of the association.
The honor fell to J.F. Dow-
ell of the Golden commu-
nity. J.L. Ray was elected
vice-president and W.A.
Moody secretary.

By unanimous vote, it
was decided to hold the
next annual meeting on
the first Thursday in Au-
gust, 1900 to celebrate the
50th anniversary of the
county’s  organization.
Dowell died 14 days be-
fore the reunion and Ray
became the association
president.

The reunion has been
held each year since 1900
with the exception during
World War II when the
event was not held for two
years as many were sol-

diers and others worked
at various jobs in the war
effort.

Over the years, the re-
union has seen many
changes. At one time,
the reunion went from
10 am. to 10 p.m. every
day and politicians gave
speeches from the podi-
um under the pavilion.
Entertainment was added
in the 1930s and “40s. In
the 1950s the Prison Band
from the state prison in
Huntsville became a pop-
ular attraction. A big draw
in 1960s and ‘70s was Joe
Paul Nichols and his Five
Pennies. Tony Douglas
and the Shrimpers drew
large crowds to the pavil-
ion in the late 1990s and
early 2000s.

Entertainment  under

the pavilion opens with a
popular rock and roll clas-
sic show by Dale “The C”
Cummings beginning at 7
p-m.
Cash prizes will be
handed out to the oldest
person, youngest per-
son, person who traveled
the greatest distance and
possibly married longest
and married shortest time
each night of the reunion.
Those recognitions will be
at approximately 7:45 to 8
p.m. each night.

This week Thursday
is Karaoke Talent Night
with cash prizes given in
two age groups for the
winners chosen by a pan-
el of judges. Bear Dubois
brings his karaoke show
to the reunion. Entries
need to be signed up by
7 p-m. when the show be-
gins.

East
Mountain Bluegrass Band
and Right Direction Blue-
grass will grace the pavil-
ion stage. Saturday night’s
concert will be turned

aims is to give young-
sters and opportunity to
come together and grow
in their Christian experi-
ence through all aspects
of a mission trip, wheth-
er on the work site or in
fellowship with one an-
other. The acronym BIG
HOUESE stands for Believ-
ing in God, Helping Oth-
ers Understand through
Service Everywhere.

The BIG HOUSE kids
hailed from churches in
eight Texas cities, from
Beaumont to the Metro-
plex. They range from
those who completed
fifth grade to young-
sters who finished eighth
grade. The kids each paid

$140 for the privilege of
attending the camp, and
the money paid for their
meals and expenses as
well as materials for their
projects.

The camp serves a dual
purpose: “It teaches the
students a skill, and then
to give back and be a part
of something positive,”
said Sean Little, director
of youth ministry at First
United Methodist Church
in Chandler.

One of the beauties of
the BIG HOUSE camp is
that it allows for an ex-
tra day of work — kids
worked Thursday, Friday
and Saturday, according
to Little. That extra day
allows for the completion
of more time-intensive
construction projects, like
the one at the APET (An-
imal Preservation of East
Texas) shelter just west of
Mineola.

The BIG HOUSE camp-
ers aimed to mouse-proof
the shelter’s feed shed, re-
pair its driveway and per-
haps fill in low spots on
the grounds. But the cen-
terpiece of their work was
the construction of seven
8-by-8-foot shelters situ-

ated within the dog runs.

“Theyre doing some
real important work giv-
en all the heat we have
in East Texas,” said C.J.

The no-kill
shelter was caring for 19
dogs last week.

“That1l provide them
some relief,” she said,
noting that the shelters
will even come with UV
protection.

Mineola grad earns national baseball honor

A 1990 Mineola graduate
earned a nationwide honor re-
cently.

Former Yellowjacket and
Southern Arkansas University
(SAU) hurler Kyle Slaton has
amassed a stellar 470-198 re-
cord in over 20 years coaching
baseball and his Nashville (Ar-
kansas) High School Scrappers
have won back-to-back Class
4A state championships.

Slaton’s two state champi-
onship teams have gone 60-12
the past two years. He earned
the American Baseball Coaches
Association (ABCA) Diamond
District 6 Regional Coach of the

Year last year and this year. This
season the ABCA made Slaton
the High School Division II Na-
tional Coach of the Year.
District 6 is made up of base-
ball coaches from Arkansas,
Texas, Mississippi, Oklahoma
and Louisiana. Eleven coach-
es from throughout the coun-
try are named to the national
honor in different divisions. “I
got a phone call last year when
they named me district coach
of the year. Never in my days
since playing baseball at Min-
eola Youth Foundation did I
ever think anything like this
could happen to me,” Slaton
noted. “And then I got another
call letting me know about the
national honor I was simply

blown away. The only reason
I won any award is because of
the opportunity to coach great
kids and great teams. They are
the ones who are awesome.”
Slaton has been at the helm
of Nashville for 17 years after
spending his first five years at
Fouke where one of his teams
won a state championship.
“When I got the phone call
about being the district coach of
the year, I was overwhelmed,”
Slaton said. “I went to the
ABCA Hall of Fame/Coach of
the Year banquet in Indianapo-
lis last year and that was neat.
Never in my wildest dreams
did I think I would be District

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Blooms for ET summers
D Castlonas Gatdens

With more than a week
of temperatures hover-
ing at or above 100 de-
grees, many east Texas
gardens are looking a bit
ragged. But some gar-
dens still boast plenty of
bloomes.

So how do you find
those heat-loving plants?
It's not as simple as get-
ting a list of plants from
the desert Southwest, as
many of these cannot tol-
erate our high humidity.
Similarly, you can’t just
pick from a list of Tex-
as native plants — plants
that thrive in alkaline ca-
liche soils may not adapt
to the acid soils we have.
The best way to find
blooms for summer is to
visit public gardens or
landscapes local to you,
and see what looks nice
now. (Be sure to check
the irrigation and soil to
ensure you can mimic
these growing condi-
tions).

One place to visit is
the Quitman Arboretum
and Botanical Gardens
— there’s a lot in bloom
right now, including
most of the plants listed
below. While many of
the beds are irrigated,
the Arboretum also of-
fers a water-wise garden
(the bed that is between
the Arboretum and Civic
Center parking lots) that
does not have an irriga-
tion system; plants are
only watered regularly

till they're established.
Among the plants that
will bloom in our hot,
dry yet humid summers
are some Texas natives.
You can’t go wrong if
you plant mealy sage
with its flower spikes
of blue or white. This
long-blooming perennial
is a favorite of bees — the
flowers nod in the morn-
ings with the weight of
bumblebees  searching
for nectar — but said to
be deer resistant. “Henry
Duelberg” is an excep-
tional deep blue selec-
tion that is available in

many nurseries.

Another sage that
should find its way into
your garden is autumn
sage. Autumn sage
forms a nice mound in
your garden, with soft,
fragrant foliage on its
woody stems. My fa-
vorites are the deep reds
and the hot pink, but you
can find almost any col-
or that fits your garden.
Other native plants that
bloom in summer in-
clude red yucca, Turk’s
cap, and flame acanthus,
all of which you can see
at the Arboretum.

But your sum-
mer-blooming  garden
need not be limited to
native plants. There are
plenty of adapted peren-
nials in bloom through-
out the summer, though
most need supplemental
watering. I don’t think
any garden is complete
without at least one
summer phlox, a tall,
upright, long-blooming
perennial. Their showy
flower clusters literally
dance with butterflies.
The best varieties for east
Texas are “Robert Poore”
with violet-pink flowers,
and “John Fanick,” a soft
pink with lavender cen-
ter.

Another clump-form-
ing perennial is the cigar
plant (Cuphea ignea),
with orange and yellow
tubular flowers up and
down its tall stems. Also
blooming in shades of
red, orange, or yellow
are Uruguayan fire-
cracker plant, tropical
milkweed, and firebush.
Firebush performs better
once the summer heats
up; it is late to come back
after a cold winter, so it’s
best to treat this as an an-
nual or container plant.

For perennial sum-
mer color in blues and
purples, plant black

and blue salvia with co-
balt-blue flowers; Amis-
tad salvia with deep

Texas 4-H Congress is an elite youth
legislative experience for Texas 4-H
members, held in Austin every two
years, in which the youth assume the
roles of senators, representatives, lob-
byists, press corps, and special inter-
est groups to gain a first-hand under-
standing of how the legislative process

works.

Bills are written and submitted by

4-H members that focus on issues fac-
ing Texas youth, as well as bills on nu-
merous current topics. These bills are
assigned to the appropriate committee,
debated in committee meetings, and in
the House or Senate.

If a bill is successful in negotiation
and debate, it is delivered to the Gov-

ernor of Texas 4-H Congress for their

approval.
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purple blooms; tall ver-
bena (also called ‘ver-
bena on a stick’) with
purple blooms on in-
sanely tall, thin stems;
or Russian sage, with
silvery lacey leaves and
light blue-violet spires of
blooms. For all of these
perennials, a light sheer-
ing as one flower cycle
fades will encourage re-
peat blooms.

For big splashes of col-
or in your summer gar-
den, consider planting
some flowering shrubs
or trees. For years, the
favorite blooming tree
in the south has been the
crape myrtle, which is
also available in shrub
forms. Some crape myr-
tles also have attractive
dark foliage, or pretty
exfoliating bark. Other
trees with summer flow-
ers include the chaste
tree and desert willow.
You can see examples of
these in the water-wise
bed at the Arboretum.

Summer-flowering
shrubs for Texas sum-
mers include Texas sage,
with its soft silver-gray
or green leaves and
pink-purple flowers;
Brazilian rock rose, with
its hundreds of hibis-

cus-like blooms of white
flowers with deep red
centers; glossy abelia,
with its shiny leaves and
clusters of pink-blushed
white bells; and butter-
fly bush, with trusses of
pink, blue, or purple. My
favorite butterfly bush
for ease of care and ver-
satility is the weeping
butterfly bush that we
grow at the Arboretum.
This small semi-ever-
green shrub will bloom
in full sun to full shade,
from March until the
first freeze. It does not
need to be cut back af-
ter the winter, and its
blooms get longer as the
summer progresses.

So grab your cam-
era and your note pad,
and come out to a lo-
cal public garden to see
what’s flowering. You'll
find something that will
bloom this summer, in
your East Texas garden.

6 Coach of the Year again. I won these
awards because of the opportunity
I've had to coach great kids and great
teams. It's just awesome.”

He is one of only 11 coaches in the
United States that earn the coveted
National Coach of the Year award. Dis-
trict 6 consists of coaches from Texas,
Arkansas, Mississippi, Oklahoma and
Louisiana.

“To think of how many great coach-
es and teams that there are in those
five states, it is unbelievable that I was

picked out of the field in that district,”
he said. “I was humbled to find out
that I was one of the 11 coaches chosen
as National Coach of the Year.”

Slaton has been involved in coach-
ing for 21 years and got his first ex-
perience at Fouke, AR High School
where he and his first state champions
in 1999. His 2007 Nashville team also
won a state title.

ers and had no idea we would be this
good,” Slaton said. “Those seven new
starters probably didn’t have 10 in-
nings total of playing time last season,
so I am real proud of them.”

Slaton’s love for baseball began at a
very young age playing on teams at
Mineola Youth Foundation Park. His
parents, the late Kenneth and Dolores
Slaton, were the foundation builders
of his life. “My Mom and Dad were
always there for me and I had a lot
of great coaches growing up,” Sla-
ton said. “I grew up with some good
baseball players like Bobby Curtis,
Curtis Dowdle, David Sinches, Rod-
ney Clower and Brandon Lankford.
Playing in the summer we got become
friends with players from other towns
like Cory Tucker and Carlos Berry in
Quitman and Jason Hathcock from
Grand Saline.

Slaton’s mother Dolores passed
away prior to the 2017 season and he
and his team dedicated that year to
her.

Slaton said things were different
when he played.

We had
the ballpark and baseball. That’s all
we did all summer long,” Slaton add-
ed.

Slaton fondly remembers his men-

tor and high school coach, the late
Danny Freeman. “There is no doubt
if it weren’t for Coach Freeman. I
wouldn’t be here today coaching
baseball. Coach Freeman got me in at
Southern Arkansas where I could play
college ball and he helped me get my
first job at Fouke,” Slaton observed.
“Just about everything in my baseball
career is because of Coach Freeman.”

This state championship was even
more special because the tournament
was played in Nashville at the Scrap-
pers’ facility. “In Arkansas, you get to
bid for the state tournament and we
were fortunate to get the bid this year.
It sure helped because we did not have
to travel and my kids got to go home
and eat and sleep in their own beds,”
Slaton said. “It always helps to have a
big crowd of your own fans to be there
for you. In Arkansas the state tourna-
ment has 12 teams competing.”

Slaton has also coached football and
has been a part of four state champion-
ships, but baseball is his life. “Baseball
has always been my love,” Slaton said.
“I enjoy coaching football as much as I
do baseball, but I played college base-
ball. I love this game! It has been my
passion, and has always been part of
my life. I enjoy being around the kids
and watching the enjoyment on their
faces. I do this profession for the kids.”
